2017 Pulling Season

General Rules

***200 Lbs. Grace Weight in all classes***
1. Payouts: 1st, 2nd, 3rd place Promoter’s discretion.
2. Tractors not allowed in more than one division. Tractors may hook 2 times. Once per weight class.
3. Pull position is determined by drawing at time of entry.

4. All tractors must weigh before each hook. Weight includes tractor and driver. The following will be checked on the scale: weight and drawbar height, safety equipment.

5. Minors must have written parental consent and must have successfully completed a tractor safety course. No one under 12 years of age will be allowed to pull.

6. No tire chains, 4 wheel drives, or duals in any class. 
7. No exhibition pulls allowed, unless approved by executive committee.

8. Working governor. All engines to be naturally aspirated. No turbos or blowers, down draft (unless OEM) allowed, airplane or tank carburetors not allowed. No fuel injection. Only stock appearing carburetors, cast iron cylinder head, & manifolds are allowed. Any “PUMP GAS” may be used. No nitro methane, nitrous oxide, alcohol and like fuels. Octane boosters are allowed. Diesel-to-gasoline conversion not allowed. Exhaust pipes must be straight up, no curves.
9. Maximum tractor length to be 13’ or less from centerline of axle to front of weights or weight bracket.
10. Drawbars must have a 3 inch minimum diameter hole or a clevis of the same diameter. D- Ring’s allowed and all must be at least ¾ inches thick. Drawbar must be rigid and set up so it does not move at any time during pull. The executive committee can approve all drawbars. 
11. All tractors are required to have working rear brakes.

12. All pulls must start with tight chain. No jerking or snapping chain.

13. All pullers are allowed 2 attempts to pull. On 1st attempt, if competitor lets off throttle and holds up one hand before going 75 feet, competitor will be allowed 2nd attempt. Tractor should roll to a smooth, safe stop. If the front raises over 24 inches the pull will end. And measurement will be recorded at that spot.
14. No test hooks or 1st puller re-hooks, unless approved by the executive committee at that event.

15. A tractor will be disqualified and no measurement taken if tractor goes out of bounds or loses weight while tractor is in motion and hooked to sled. Sled may go out of bounds as long as tractor stays in bounds.

16. All measurements are final. No ties. Pull-offs determined by the executive committee.

17. NO CONSUMPTION OF ANY INTOXICATING SUBSTANCES BEFORE PULLING. While on tractor, driver must remain seated at all times during pull.

18. All pulls must start with a green flag. Starting on a red flag will be cause for disqualification.

19. Speed limit anywhere off the track is 5 MPH. Driver must be seated on tractor any time engine is running. No passengers allowed on any tractor while tractor is moving. The shift lever must be in neutral while hooking up and hands off the steering wheel.
20. Pull competition will start on time. Drivers meeting to be 15 minutes before official start time. Class display board will be at start line of every event. Class entry is closed once class line-up list is on the display board. Any tractor not in line for their hook will lose hook and possibly entry fee for that class.

21. Suitcase weights allowed in Classic and Improved classes only. No weights allowed on the floorboard or by the drivers feet. All weights secured. No weights hanging directly above the drawbar. Must have a 12” opening for hooking up to the sled.  
22. Unsportsmanlike conduct will result in disqualification from that event and may result in further suspension at discretion of the executive committee.

23. All rules will be set for the 2017 pulling season only. Safety and general rules may be changed at any time based on discretion of the executive committee.

24. Our goal is to provide a safe, fair and fun pull for everyone.

25. All pullers compete at their own risk. St. Croix Valley Collectors and Promoter of the event shall not responsible for accident, injury, or damage to any equipment.
